1. Cover Sheet

2. Unofficial Transcript

Overview: Minimum GPA of 2.0. Your transcript should show academic success or academic progress in challenging classes.
Detail: An unofficial transcript including senior year grades from 1st, 2nd and 3rd quarter must be attached.

3. Resume of Activities

SAT/ACT scores: Please provide your highest SAT/ACT scores.

Overview: Show that you had a high level of involvement in community or school activities. There should be strong evidence of leadership, personal responsibility and initiative, with consistent and dedicated participation in activities over the high school years.

Detail: Include a year by year listing of activities, limited to the high school timeframe only-- positions held, honors or awards you received, time commitment (total hours), etc. Activities may be school related, community related, paid or unpaid. Remember to include all volunteer work and any camps or academic enrichment programs attended. You can use your resume, if it includes sufficient information, as this attachment.

4. Essay
